This is for information of all concerned that MV BLACK ROSE (Nationality: Mangolia, Call Sign: JVFM3, IMO No.: 7602455, Length: 187.70 Mtrs., Breadth:28.40 Mtrs., Draft: Forward=7.53 Mtrs & A=8.60 Mtrs.) having 23847 MT of Iron Ore while at anchor reported at 1740 hours on 09.09.2009 that vessel developing List of 20 degrees to starboard and which eventually increased to 30 degrees to starboard.


As per advice of Port Authority, vessel picked up anchor proceeded towards coast for beaching to save the ship.   Vessel could move only 1.5 Miles towards the coast and developed further List, power failure, capsized and sank at position Latitude 20 degrees 12.7’ N and Longitude 086 degrees 39.0’ E.


There were 27 crew including Master (17 Bangladeshi, 3 Russians, 7 Ukrainians).   26 persons rescued by Port Crafts and one crew (Name: Oleksandr Illyushchenko, Chief Engineer, Nationality: Ukraine, Date of Birth: 01.01.1947) is still missing.


Paradip Port and Indian Coast Guard vessels are still searching for the missing person and on alert for possible marine pollution from fuel oil & debris.
