| SHIPPING:

Dunng 2024-25, 2509 vessels sailed from this Port as compared to 2710 vessels in the previous year. The GRT and NR.T
of the vessels sailed dunng 2024-25 were 994 75 lakhs and 593.90 lakhs respectively.

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MARINE SURVEY & DREDGING:

Total area of 403 Sq. kms covering Harbour Approach Channel & Coastal waters up to 20 Kms,
Mahanadi River & SPM area were surveyed during the year 2024-25. Hydrographic Survey Charts were
published and circulated to all concerned.

Paradip Port has no dredgers of its own. Maintenance dredging requirement of the Port are carried out
by Trailer Suction Hopper Dredgers of M/s. Dredging Corporation of India. Total maintenance quantity
dredged during the year 2024-25 till 17.03.2025 was 8.03 Million Cu. Mtrs. at a total cost of Rs.132.23
Crores.

The Quality Management System of Paradip Port Authority has been certified by Indian Register Quality
Systems (IRQS) to meet the requirements of the standard I1ISO 9001:2015.

This policy forms the basis of
establishing and reviewing the business Objectives and strategies are communicated, understood and
applied across the Organisation. The policy is reviewed to align with business direction and to comply
with all the requirements of Quality Management System,

Internal Audit is being carried out by trained Internal Auditors from different Departments and
External Audit is being carried out by Auditors from Indian Register Quality Systems (IRQS) to comply
with standards of ISO 9001:2015.

Deputy conservator, PPA is the Management Representative (MR) for QMS (ISO - 9001:2015) of
Paradip Port Authority.
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Paradip Port Authority complies with the International Ship and Port Facility Security Code (ISPS Code).
The statement of compliance (ISPS) for PPA is being certified by DG Shipping, Ministry of Shipping.
Internal audit and External Audit are being carried out Annually to comply with the standard ISPS code.
The Port facilities operate in accordance with the approved Port Facility Security Plan and its being
upgraded regularly and same being certified during external Audit.

All entrance gates to Port, Port premises and Port waters are being monitored by CISF arm guards and
CCTV surveillance. Navigational Channel, Anchorages and SPM area are patrolled by CISF armed
guards on board security vessels.

Access control to PICT and their security arrangements are controlled by the Terminal operator, They
also report to PFS0 and ceordinate with PPA CISF team regarding security matters.

Deputy Conservator, PPA is the PFSO (Port Facility Security Officer) of Paradip Port Authority as per
PFSP.

PORT SECURITY:

CISF is in-charge of Port Security of Paradip Port. It ensures smocth and secure access control through
5 nos, Entry / Exit Gates. It performs harbor patrolling, ensures security of SPMs, perimeter security and
fire prevention. Access control through gates is now totally integrated with RFID system, which has
enhanced not just security infrastructure but ensured smooth movement through gates. All entrance
gates to the Port, the Port premises, Seaside (South break water) are being monitored by CISF armed
guards and CCTV surveillance. A 24x7 CCTV control room surveillance is being monitored by CISF at
Gate # 4.

Trained 25 marine Commando of CISF squad, are carried out guarding of Ports Harbor area up to
anchorage area and keeps the channel clear by speed patrol launches to keep close vigil on all incoming
vessels to harbor and prevent any attempt of sabotage, criminal activity, terrorism, stowaway & fishing
etc. Single Point Mooring (SPM) is guarded by CISF trained Marine Commandos round the clock staying
on board all weather Security Vessel.

Besides, CISF has a highly specialized, trained and dully equipped Fire wing, which provides Fire safety
in Port Prohibited area and around the Port City. There are two fire stations viz. main fire station located
near Gate # 4 and Sub-fire station located near North Oil Jetty to tackle any fire related emergencies.
Equipped with total 07 nos of different types of fire tender such as Foam/ Water/ Multipurpose over the
year, it has saved property worth Crores of rupees of properties and saved precious lives too. And in this
year alone, it saved property worth 33 crores approx. and attended 28 fire calls including 10 fire calls
outside the Port premises.

CISF also conducts monthly security and fire mock drills to train and prepare for facing any emergencies.
Further, it also takes various mock drill with collaboration with NDRF and other mutual Aid partners of
Paradip and also participation in “Sagar Kavach”, a joint mock drill on coastal security organized by
sister agencies like Coast Guard, Marine police etc. CISF has continuously endeavored to integrate
technology to ensure foolproof security measures and reduce any human error.
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ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION:

Paradip Port Authority has responded effectively to ensure that port operations are environmentally
sustainable and committed to improve Environmental performance through focused action on the following
areas; Air Quality Management, Water Quality Management (Consumption Water and Waste Water),
Hazardous Waste Management, Noise Management, Energy Conservation and Climate Change etc.
Various green initiatives have also been taken up by Paradip Port Authority for the improvement of
Environmental Quality of Paradip locality. Some of the significant initiatives are fumnished below;

« Mechanization of the berths: PPA being a bulk carge handling port and in order to address the dust generation

problem, as continual improvement, it has initiated mechanization of coal, iron ore, fertilizers handling through

PPP/ BOT operators. These operators will use the closed conveyer systems for transport of cargoes, which

will immensely improve the air quality of the area.

Mechanical Dust Suppression Systems. PPA has installed fixed water sprinkling systems In stack yards for

dust suppression.

Fixed sprinklers are operational at siding nos. 9,14, 15, GT-3/5, GT-3/3, CP-1,2,3,45 and also in CQ 1,2,3

berths, adjoining roads and sidings and at all sidings of MCHP & IOHP.

PPA has deployed 04 Nos. of Mobile Mist Canon in port operation areas for dust suppression.

02 Nes. of Conveyorized Road Sweeping Machines are in operation Inside port prohibited area to remove

thick scum on road surface.

Deployed 5 Nos. of Mechanical Road Sweeping Machine for cleaning the both public and port internal roads.

Maobile Water Sprinklers are used to suppress the dust on roads.

PPA has deployed Truck Tyre Washing Systems (4 Nos.) at Port Gates (Gate No. 1,2 & 3) to prevent carrying

over of dust outside harbour area.

Installation of Dry Fog System at mechanised coal handling plant and mechanised iron ore handling plant to

reduce dust emission during unleading of rakes.

Installation of 3.5 kms long Net Barrier at the periphery of harbour area to prevent fugitive dust dispersal.

Continuous repair and renovation are being carried out on peripheral net barriers.

« Concreting/ Blacktopping of roads inside harbour area.

* Well-connected drains, large settling ponds & settling tanks are provided by Port to treat waste water
generated from stackyards and runoff management. The drains & setting tanks are cleaned on regular basis.

« All vehicular movements are strictly monitored to check availability of PUC and also to ensure that
transportation of materials is done under tarpaulin cover and leak proof containers are used to avoid spillage
of cargo materials on roads.

 Paradip Port has constructed 3 nos. of Sewage Treatment Plants (STP) with a total capacity of 6.5 MLD for
treatment of waste water generated from the port township and the treated water collected from STP's is
being used for gardening and dust suppression.
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« An ETP of capacity 0.5 KLD has been Installed in Loco-shed to treat the waste water generated from
the Workshop.

« An ETP of capacity 10 KLD has been Installed in PPA Hospital for treatment of waste water generated
from hospital & the treated water is used in gardening.

« Paradip Port has Tire-1 Oil spill response facility to address Oil spill related issues.

« Reduction the energy consumption by replacing the old street lights by LED lights.

« Green Belt: Paradip Port has already planted 11.5 Lakh plants in and around Paradip area in last
decade.

« Rain Water Harvesting System is installed in the Administrative Building & 100 Millions Guest House of
the Port.

« A separate Environment Cell s established with dedicated staff.

Besides this, PPA has developed and maintaining various Parks, Gardens, and Nurseries in and around
the township for the benefit of Port Users, Employees and Public. Avenue plantation is made alongside
the main roads connecting to different colonies of the Port.

As per the statutory requirement, Paradip Port Authority has developed a Environment monitoring
mechanism for menitoring of Air Quality, Water Quality, Sediment quality and Noise Level in and around
Paradip on periodic basis by CSIR- Institute of Minerals and Material Technology (IMMT), BEhubaneswar
an autonomous organisation under Ministry of Science and Technology. As per the scientific analysis
reports PPA taking proactive measures to retain the poliution level within the permissible limit.

Paradip Port Authority is making relentless effort in its endeavor to achieve the ultimate objective
of a healthy and eco-friendly environment in and around Paradip area.

SWACHH BHARAT ABHIYAN:

Paradip Port Authority is taking all recommended initiatives to implement the Swachha Bharat Mission
at Paradip & its surrounding locality. All departments of Port are engaged in Swachhta activity to make
Swachha Bharat Mission successful at ground level. In the year 2024-25, PPA has incurred an
expenditure of Rs.3466.47 lakhs for the various swachhta activities in and around Paradip against the
earlier action plan of Rs. 2709.09 lakhs enly. Apart from this Paradip Port has also observed Special
Campaign 4.0 with a total expenditure of Rs.3,50,000/- as a homage to Mahatma Gandhi which includes
Cotton Bag Distribution, Cleaning of parks, gardens and other public spaces and disposal of old
furnitures between 2* October, 2024 to 31* October, 2024. Various initiatives such as Beach cleaning,
Plantation and Celebration of World Envirenment Day were taken, to promote social awareness
regarding environmental protection and climate change
